
The Mothers’ Union is a worldwide society started in 1876 whose Aim is the advancement of the Christian religion in the sphere of marriage and family life.  In order to carry out this Aim, its Objects are:

1. to uphold Christ’s teaching on the nature of marriage and to promote its wider understanding;

2. to encourage parents to bring up their children in the faith and life of the church;

3. to maintain a worldwide fellowship of Christians, united in prayer, worship and service;

4. to promote conditions in society favourable to stable family life and the protection of children;

5. to help those whose family life has met with adversity.
The Purpose of The Mothers’ Union is to be specially concerned with all that strengthens and preserves marriage and Christian family life.

Membership is open to all those, male and female, who have been baptised in the name of the Holy Trinity and declare their support for the Aim and Objects of the society.

The branch of The Mothers’ Union at St Saviour’s Raynes Park has been in existence since 6th May 1927. Branches can only exist in a parish with the permission of the parish priest so we are grateful for Fr Michael’s blessing and support.  We are very small – only 5 actual members at present - and currently meet quarterly on the 1st Wednesday in March, June, September and December.  We have a programme of events and meetings and most members manage to attend our get-togethers, thanks to transport arrangements by several friends.
